Community & School Profile

Porterville, lying along the foothills of the Sierras, is located on State Highway 65, 165 miles north of Los Angeles, and 171
miles east of the Pacific Coast. Centrally located to major markets, the city has strategic access to major transportation routes.
Porterville Unified School District serves over 14,000 students throughout the community, as well as the town of Strathmore.
The district is comprised of ten elementary schools, three middle schools, four comprehensive high schools, three dependent
charter schools, one continuation high school, and one alternative site

Vandalia Elementary School serves students in grades kindergarten through fifth on a traditional calendar schedule. Curriculum
is based on California State Common Core Content Standards. At the beginning of the 2020-2021 school year, 622 students
were enrolled at the school. Of the students enrolled, 67.36% were Hispanic or Latino and 32.64% were not Hispanic or
Latino. In addition, students were reported by their parent/guardians as having the following ethnicity: Hispanic or Latino only
(67.36%), White (8.84%), American Indian (17.85%), other Asian (1.61%), Black or African American (0.48%), Pacific Islander
(0.48%) and Multi-Ethnic (2.73%). In addition to the general education classes, there are two special education classrooms at
Vandalia.

School Facility Conditions and Planned Improvements

Vandalia Elementary School originated in 1925 and the current campus has since undergone complete modernization. The
most recent renovations to the campus included the construction of four new classrooms on the east side of campus and the
removal of portable classrooms and restrooms. The school is currently comprised of 24 classrooms (including portables), a
library, one STEAM Lab, one staff room, a cafeteria, two playgrounds, the main office, and one reading lab. The chart displays
the results of the most recent school facilities inspection, provided by the district in September 2021.

Cleaning Process:

The school provides a safe and clean environment for students, staff, and volunteers. The district governing board has adopted
cleaning standards for all schools in the district. Basic cleaning operations are performed on a daily basis throughout the school
year with emphasis on classrooms and restrooms. A joint effort between students and staff helps keep the campus clean and
litter-free. The principal works with two full time custodians to develop sanitation schedules that ensure a clean, safe, and
functional learning environment.

Maintenance & Repair

A scheduled maintenance program is administered by the school’s custodial staff on a regular basis, with heavy maintenance
functions occurring during vacation periods. Additionally, a scheduled maintenance program is administered by the district to
ensure that school grounds and facilities remain in excellent repair. A work order process is used when issues arise that require
immediate attention. Emergency repairs are given the highest priority; repair requests are completed efficiently and in the order
in which they are received. At the time of publication, 100% of the school’s restrooms were in working order.

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2022-23 School Safety Plan

The safety of students and staff is a primary concern of Vandalia Elementary School. Staff members supervise students on
campus before and after school and during recess; noon duty supervisors monitor students during the lunch break. Fencing
surrounds the entire campus. Entrance into the campus during school hours can only be done through the school office. All
visitors must sign in at the principal’s office and scan their IDs through the Raptor System to be on campus. Visitors are
required to display their pass at all times. For the safety of our students, all volunteers are fingerprinted and cleared through the
Department of Justice. Appointments are made with the school secretary.

The School Site Safety Plan was most recently revised in Fall 2021 by the staff, including campus administration and the
school's resource officer . Key elements of the plan focus on emergency preparedness. The school is in compliance with the
laws, rules, and regulations pertaining to hazardous materials and state earthquake standards. Emergency drills are held on a
regular basis; fire drills are held once a month, earthquake drills are held twice a year and lockdown drills are held three times a
year. Students in all grade levels have access to the internet and iPads for learning. An internet filter, staff supervision, and
the Common Sense digital citizenship program equip students with tools to be safe while using technology. The school
implements the PBIS (Positive Behavior Intervention Program) to teach students correct ways to conduct themselves in a
variety of areas of the classroom and school campus. Students are recognized and rewarded for their positive behaviors.

Professional Development

A constructive evaluation process promotes quality instruction and is a fundamental element in a sound educational program.
Evaluations and formal observations are designed to encourage common goals and to comply with the state’s evaluation
criteria and district policies. Temporary and probationary teachers are evaluated annually and tenured teachers are evaluated
every other year, veteran teachers evaluated every third year or as needed.

Evaluations are conducted by site administrators, who have been trained and certified for competency to perform teacher
evaluations.

Staff members work in a Professional Learning Committee to build teaching skills and concepts through participating in
professional development that focus on improving instruction and assessment. Teacher collaboration time is utilized during
common prep and during early release Wednesdays.

During this time, teachers are offered a broad-based variety of professional growth opportunities in curriculum, instruction, and
assessments. School-wide focus will include aligning instruction with CC shifts, Motivating & Inspiring Students, llluminate,
Instructional Rounds and meeting Progress Adviser instructional goals. PUSD is currently

transitioning and fostering change in the areas of Common Core, one to one technology and Linked Learning.
